marked as “Techno Commercial Unpriced Bid” and “Price/Financial Bid” respectively. Both the envelopes shall then be sealed
in one outer (main) envelope.
15.2The inner and outer envelopes shall:
@) Be addressed to the Purchaser at the following address:

(i)  Bear the Item Name /Reference No. / Last Date for Submission of Tender / Date of Opening of Tender / Firm's Name
& Address and a statement "Do not open before Time hrs (IST) on Date." As per the NIT details.

15.3 If the outer envelope is not sealed and marked as required Clause 15.2, the Purchaser will assume no responsibility for the
bid's misplacement or premature opening.

15.4Telex, Cable, Fax or e-mail bids will be rejected.

16 Deadline for Submission of Bids

16.1Bids must be received by the Purchaser at the address specified under Clause 15.2 no later than the time and date specified
in the NIT. In the event of the specified date for the submission of Bids being declared a holiday for the Purchaser, the Bids will
be received upto the appointed time on the next working day.

16.2The Purchaser may, at its discretion, extend this deadline for submission of bids by amending the bid documents in accordance
with Clause 5, in which case all rights and obligations of the Purchaser and Bidders previously subject to the deadline will
thereafter be subject to the deadline as extended.

17 Late Bids

17.1Any bid received by the Purchaser after the deadline for submission of bids prescribed by the Purchaser, pursuant to Clause
16, will be rejected and/or returned to the Bidder.

18 Modification and Withdrawal of Bids

18.1The Bidder may modify or withdraw its bid after the bid's submission; provided that written notice of the modification or
withdrawal is received by the Purchaser prior to the deadline prescribed for submission of bids.

18.2The Bidder's modification or withdrawal notice shall be prepared, sealed, marked and dispatched in accordance with the
provisions of Clause 15. A withdrawal notice may also be sent by telex or cable or fax or e mail but followed by a signed
confirmation copy, post marked not later than the deadline for submission of bids.

18.3No bid may be modified subsequent to the deadline for submission of bids.

18.4No bid may be withdrawn in the interval between the deadline for submission of bids and the expiration of the period of bid
validity specified by the Bidder on the bid form. Withdrawal of a bid during this interval may result in the Bidder's forfeiture of its
bid security, pursuant to Clause 12.6.

E. OPENING AND EVALUATION OF BIDS

19 Opening of Bids by the Purchaser

19.1The Purchaser will open bids (Techno Commercial Unpriced Bids in case of Two Bids), in the presence of Bidders'
representatives who choose to attend, as per the schedule given in invitation to bids.

19.2The Bidders' representatives who are present shall sign the quotation opening sheet evidencing their attendance. In the event
of the specified date of Bid opening being declared a holiday for the Purchaser, the Bids shall be opened at the appointed time
and location on the next working day.

19.3The bidders’ names, bid modifications or withdrawals, specifications, and the presence or absence of requisite bid security and
such other details as the Purchaser, at its discretion, may consider appropriate, will be announced at the opening. No bid shall
be rejected at bid opening, except for late bid.

19.4Bids (and modifications sent pursuant to Clause 18.1) that are not opened and read out at bid opening shall not be
considered further for evaluation, irrespective of the circumstances.

19.5If in response to our TWO BID enquiry, a single combined bid is submitted, it will be rejected straightway. Similarly,
if ‘PRICE BID’ has been found enclosed in the envelope marked ‘TECHNICAL BID’ the same shall also be rejected
summarily.

19.6 The bids of all the parties whose price bid is not in a separate sealed cover shall be rejected. The price quoted for the
tender shall be mentioned only in the price bid.

20 Clarification of Bids

20.1To assist in the examination, evaluation and comparison of bids, the Purchaser may, at its discretion ask the bidder for any
clarification(s) of its bid. The request for clarification and the response shall be in writing and no change in the price
substance of the bid shall be sought, offered or permitted. However, no post Bid clarifications at the initiative of the Bidder
shall be entertained.

21 Preliminary Examination

21.1The Purchaser will examine the bids to determine whether they are complete, whether required sureties have been furnished,
whether the documents have been properly signed, and whether the bids are generally in order. Bids from suppliers, without
proper Authorization from the manufacturers and from Indian agents without DGS&D Registration Certificate in case the items
fall under the restricted list of the current EXIM/Foreign Trade Policy shall be treated as non-responsive and rejected summarily.
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21.2 Arithmetical errors in the priced bids will be rectified on the following basis. If there is a discrepancy between the unit price and
the total price that is obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the total price shall be
corrected. If the supplier does not accept the correction of errors, its bid will be rejected. If there is a discrepancy between the
price quoted in words and figures, whichever is the higher of the two shall be taken as the bid price for comparison.

21.3The Purchaser may waive any minor informality/deviation in specifications, non-conformity, or irregularity in a bid, which does
not constitute a material deviation, provided such a waiver, does not prejudice or affect the relative ranking of any Bidder.

21.4Prior to the detailed evaluation, the Purchaser will determine the substantial responsiveness of each bid to the Bid Document.
For purposes of these Clauses, a substantially responsive bid is one, which conforms to all the terms and conditions of the Bid
Document without material deviations. Deviations from or objections or reservations to critical provisions such as those
concerning Bid Security/ Performance Security, Warranty, Force Majeure, Applicable Law and Taxes & Duties will be deemed
to be a material deviation. The Purchaser's determination of a bid's responsiveness is to be based on the contents of the bid
itself without recourse to extrinsic evidence.

21.51f a bid is not substantially responsive, it will be rejected by the Purchaser and may not subsequently be made responsive by
the Bidder by correction of the non-conformity.

21.6After downloading, the language of standard clauses etc. mentioned in this ‘Bid Document’ should not be tempered with/
changed/modified in any manner whatsoever. If any such modification etc. comes to our knowledge at any stage, the bid shall
be rejected immediately and EMD shall also be forfeited.

22 Conversion to Single Currency

22.1To facilitate evaluation and comparison, the Purchaser will convert all bid prices expressed in the amounts in various currencies
in which the bid prices are payable to Indian Rupees at the selling exchange rate established by RBI or any nationalized bank
in India as notified in the Newspapers/banks’ website on the date of Price/Financial Bid opening.

23 Evaluation & Comparison of Bids
23.1For the bids surviving the technical evaluation which have been found to be responsive the evaluation & comparison shall be
made as under:
@) Indigenous Offers
The final landing cost of purchase after all discounts, freight, forwarding, insurance, taxes etc. shall be the basis of
evaluation.

(i)  Imported Offers
The FOB/FCA/CIP/CIF price shall be the basis of evaluation.

(i)  Imported Vs. Indigenous Offers
The final landing cost of purchase taking into account, freight, forwarding, insurance, taxes etc, customs clearance
charges, Bank/LC charges, transportation upto CIAB as per available records with CIAB for imported goods shall be the
basis of evaluation

23.2Conditional tenders/discounts etc. shall not be accepted. Rates quoted without attached conditions (viz. Discounts having
linkages to quantity, payment terms etc.) will only be considered for evaluation purpose. Thus conditional discounted rates
linked to quantities and prompt/advance payment etc, will be ignored for determining inter-se position. The Purchaser
however reserves the right to use the discounted rate/rates considered workable and appropriate for counter offer to the
successful tenderers.

23.3Where there is no mention of packing, forwarding, freight, insurance charges, taxes etc. such offers shall be rejected as
incomplete. Therefore, quotations showing only Ex-Works (EXW) prices shall be rejected summarily.

24 Contacting the Purchaser

24.1Subject to ITB Clause 20, no Bidder shall contact or attempt to contact the Purchaser or anyone related to the Purchaser on
any matter relating to its bid, from the time of the bid opening to the time the Contract is awarded. If the bidder wishes to bring
additional information to the notice of the Purchaser, it should do so in writing.

24.2 Any effort by a Bidder to influence the Purchaser in its decisions on bid evaluation, bid comparison or contract award may
result in rejection of the Bidder's bid.

25 Post Qualification

25.11n the absence of pre-qualification, the Purchaser will determine to its satisfaction whether the Bidder that is selected as having
submitted the lowest evaluated responsive bid is qualified to perform the contract satisfactorily, in accordance with the criteria
listed in ITB Clauses10 & 11.

25.2The determination will take into account the Bidder’s financial, technical and production capabilities. It will be based upon an
examination of the documentary evidence of the Bidder’s qualifications submitted by the Bidder, pursuance to ITB Clauses 10
& 11, as well as such other information as the Purchaser deems necessary and appropriate.

25.3An affirmative determination will be a prerequisite for award of the contract to the Bidder. A negative determination will result
in rejection of the Bidder’s bid.

26 Award Criteria

26.1Subject to ITB Clause 28, the Purchaser will award the contract to the successful Bidder whose bid has been determined to be
substantially responsive and has been determined to be the lowest evaluated bid, provided further that the Bidder is determined
to be qualified to perform the contract satisfactorily.

27 Purchaser's Right to Vary Quantities at Time of Award

27.1The Purchaser reserves the right at the time of Contract award to increase or decrease the quantity of goods and services
originally specified in the Schedule of Requirements without any change in unit price or other terms and conditions.

28 Purchaser's Right to Accept Any Bid and to Reject Any or All Bids

28.1The Purchaser reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the bidding process and reject all bids at any time
prior to award of Contract, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected Bidder or bidders or any obligation to inform the
affected Bidder or bidders of the grounds for the Purchaser's action.
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29 Notification of Award

29.1Prior to the expiration of the period of bid validity, the Purchaser will notify the successful bidder in writing by registered letter
or by cable or telex or fax or e mail that the bid has been accepted by way of a Purchase Order.

29.2Upon the successful Bidder's furnishing of performance security pursuant to ITB Clause 30, the Purchaser will promptly notify
each unsuccessful Bidder and will discharge its bid security, pursuant to Clause 12.

30 Performance Security

30.1Within 21 days of the receipt of notification of award/purchase order from the Purchaser, the successful Bidder shall furnish the
performance security (10% of the order value unless mentioned otherwise) in the Performance Security Form provided in the
Bid Document.

30.2Failure of the successful bidder to accept the order shall constitute sufficient grounds for the annulment of the award and
forfeiture of the bid security and call for new bids.

31 Order Acceptance

31.1The successful bidder should submit acceptance of the Purchase Order immediately but not later than 21 days in any case
from the date of issue of the Purchase Order failing which it shall be presumed that the vendor is not interested and his bid
security is liable to be forfeited pursuant to clause 12. 6 of ITB.

32 Buy Back Items

32.11f the goods are to be quoted on ‘Buy Back’ basis, then bidders must offer a separate buy back price for the old item. The
Purchaser reserves the right to place the order with or without ‘buy back’ option. If required, the condition of old buy back
goods may be examined by the bidder before submission of its bid.

33 MSE Guidelines

Presently EMD/Tender Fee exemptions and price preference are applicable to only Micro and Small
Industries.

You have to submit your supporting documents issued by competent Govt bodies to become eligible for the
above exemption.

The quoting MSME’s firm should attach a copy of UAM No. along with the technical bid failing with the
bidders will not be able to enjoy the benefits as per the public procurement policy for MSE’s order, 2012.
Also your certificate (NSIC) / MSE shall cover the items tendered to get EMD/Tender fee exemptions.

CHAPTER —1ll: GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT (GCC)

Definitions
In this Contract, the following terms shall be interpreted as indicated:
0] "The Order" means the Purchase Order placed by the Purchaser including all the attachments and appendices thereto

and all documents incorporated by reference therein;

(iiy  "The Contract Price" means the price payable to the Supplier under the Order for the full and proper performance of its
contractual obligations;

(iii)  "The Goods" means all the equipment, machinery, and/or other materials, which the Supplier is required to supply to the
Purchaser under the Contract;

(iv) "Services" means services ancillary to the supply of the Goods, such as transportation and insurance, and any other
incidental services, such as installation, commissioning, provision of technical assistance, training and other obligations
of the Supplier covered under the Contract;

(v) “GCC" mean the General Conditions of Contract contained in this section.

(vi) “SCC" means the Special Conditions of Contract.

(vii) “The Purchaser” as specified in Special Conditions of Contract.

(viii) “The Purchaser’s country is “India”.

(ix)  “The Supplier” means the individual or firm supplying the Goods and Services under this Contract.

(x)  “Day” means calendar day.

Application
These General Conditions shall apply to the extent that they are not superseded by provisions in other parts of the Contract.

Standards

The Goods supplied under this Contract shall conform to the standards mentioned in the Technical Specifications, and, when
no applicable standard is mentioned, to the authoritative standard appropriate to the Goods' country of origin and such
standards shall be the latest issued by the concerned institution.

Use of Contract Documents and Information

The Supplier shall not, without the Purchaser's prior written consent, disclose the Contract, or any provision thereof, or any
specification, plan, drawing, pattern, sample or information furnished by or on behalf of the Purchaser in connection therewith,
to any person other than a person employed by the Supplier in performance of the Contract. Disclosure to any such employed
person shall be made in confidence and shall extend only so far, as may be necessary for purposes of such performance. The
Supplier shall not, without the Purchaser's prior written consent, make use of any document or information enumerated in GCC
Clause 4.1 except for purposes of performing the Contract.

Any document, other than the Contract itself, enumerated in GCC Clause 4.1 shall remain the property of the Purchaser and
shall be returned (in all copies) to the Purchaser on completion of the Supplier's performance under the Contract if so required
by the Purchaser.

The purchaser may be under obligation to make any document / information submitted by the bidder in response to this bid
public if required under the provision of Indian Right to Information Act 2005. Therefore, bidder may explicitly indicate if any
document / information in his tender include information of commercial confidence, trade secrets or intellectual property, the
disclosure of which would jeopardize the competitive position of the bidder.

Patent Rights
The Supplier shall indemnify the Purchaser against all third-party claims of infringement of patent, trademark or industrial design
rights arising from use of the Goods or any part thereof in India.

Submission of the bids

All bids complete in every respect must reach this office within the last date and time of receipt of bid. No extension shall be
allowed for any reason whatsoever. Late tenders, Tenders received without Bid security/Earnest Money, cost of bidding
documents, if applicable etc. shall be rejected summarily.

Tender documents are available free of cost or for sale as per the information specified in NIT. Interested bidders may purchase
the tender documents on payment of the cost there of or download directly from our website. The Purchaser is not liable for
either non-receipt of the tender document or for late receipt of the tender documents.

Performance Security
Within 21 days of receipt of the notification of contract award/purchase order, the Supplier shall furnish performance security
for the amount specified in SCC.
The proceeds of the performance security shall be payable to the Purchaser as compensation for any loss resulting from the
Supplier's failure to complete its obligations under the Contract.
The Performance Security shall be submitted in one of the following forms:
0] Indian manufacturers/suppliers or Authorized Indian Agents of the Foreign Principals can submit the performance security
on behalf of their foreign principals in the form of Bank Guarantee issued by a Nationalized/Scheduled bank located in
India on the format provided in the bidding documents. Or
(i)  Foreign Principals can also submit performance security directly on the prescribed format through any foreign or Indian
bank having office preferably in Chandigarh/Mohali(India) or in the form of Standby Letter of Credit which must be advised
and confirmed by any bank in India located preferably in Chandigarh/Mohali (India).
The performance security/Standby LC will be discharged by the Purchaser and returned to the Supplier not later than 60 days
following the date of completion of the Supplier's performance obligations, including any warranty obligations, unless specified
otherwise in SCC.
In the event of any contract amendment, the supplier shall, within 21 days of receipt of such amendment, furnish the amendment
to the performance security/SLC, rendering the same valid for the duration of the contract, as amended for further period of 60
days thereatfter.
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8 Inspections and Tests

8.1 The Purchaser or its representative shall have the right to inspect and/or to test the Goods to confirm their conformity to the
Contract specifications at no extra cost to the Purchaser. SCC and / or Technical Specifications shall specify what inspections
and tests the Purchaser requires and where they are to be conducted. The Purchaser shall notify the Supplier in writing in a
timely manner of the identity of any representatives retained for these purposes.

8.2 The inspections and tests may be conducted on the premises of the Supplier or its subcontractor(s), at the point of delivery
and/or at the Goods final destination. If conducted on the premises of the Supplier or its subcontractor(s), all reasonable facilities
and assistance, including access to drawings and production data - shall be furnished to the inspectors at no charge to the
Purchaser.

8.3 Should any inspected or tested Goods fail to conform to the specifications, the Purchaser may reject the goods and the Supplier
shall either replace the rejected Goods or make alterations necessary to meet specification requirements free of cost to the
Purchaser.

8.4 The Purchaser's right to inspect, test and, where necessary, reject the Goods after the Goods' arrival at Purchaser’s Site shall
in no way be limited or waived by reason of the Goods having previously been inspected, tested and passed by the Purchaser
or its representative prior to the Goods shipment.

8.5 Nothing in GCC Clause 8 shall in any way release the Supplier from any warranty or other obligations under this Contract.

9 Packing

9.1 The Supplier shall provide such packing of the Goods as is required to prevent their damage or deterioration during transit to
their final destination as indicated in the Contract. The packing shall be sufficient to withstand, without limitation, rough handling
during transit and exposure to extreme temperatures, salt and precipitation during transit and open storage. Packing case size
and weights shall take into consideration, where appropriate, the remoteness of the Goods' final destination and the absence
of specialized handling facilities at all points in transit.

9.2 The packing, marking and documentation within and outside the packages shall comply strictly with such special requirements
as shall be provided for in the Contract including additional requirements, if any, specified in SCC and in any subsequent
instructions ordered by the Purchaser.

9.3 The purchaser reserves the rights to arrange to carry out packing and value inspections through their freight forwarding agents
particularly in case of high value and sensitive items.

10 Delivery and Documents

10.1Delivery of the Goods shall be made by the Supplier in accordance with the terms specified by the Purchaser in the order within
the period as indicated in the SCC. The details of shipping and/or other documents to be furnished by the supplier are specified
in SCC.

11 Insurance
11.1Wherever required, the Goods supplied under the Contract shall be fully insured in Indian Rupees against loss or damage
incidental to manufacture or acquisition, transportation, storage and delivery in the manner specified in SCC.

12 Transportation

12.1Where the Supplier is required under the Contract to transport the Goods to a specified place of destination within India,
transport to such place of destination in India including insurance, as shall be specified in the Contract, shall be arranged by
the Supplier, and the related cost shall be included in the Contract Price.

13 Incidental Services
13.1The supplier may be required to provide any or all of the following services, including additional services, specified in SCC, if
any:
(i) Performance or supervision of the on-site assembly and/or start-up of the supplied Goods;
(i) Furnishing of tools required for assembly and/or maintenance of the supplied Goods;
(iii) Furnishing of detailed operations and maintenance manual for each appropriate unit of supplied Goods;
(iv)  Performance or supervision or maintenance and/or repair of the supplied Goods, for a period of time agreed by the parties,
provided that this service shall not relieve the Supplier of any warranty obligations under this Contract; and
) Training of the Purchaser's personnel, at the Supplier's plant and/or on-site, in assembly, start-up, operation, maintenance
and/or repair of the supplied Goods.

14 Spare Parts

14.1As specified in the SCC, the Supplier may be required to provide any or all of the following materials, notifications, and
information pertaining to spare parts manufactured or distributed by the Supplier:

@) Such spare parts as the Purchaser may elect to purchase from the Supplier, providing that this election shall not relieve
the Supplier of any warranty obligations under the Contract; and

(i) In the event of termination of production of the spare parts:

(i)  Advance notification to the Purchaser of the pending termination, in sufficient time to permit the Purchaser to procure
needed requirements; and

(iv)  Following such termination, furnishing at no cost to the Purchaser, the blueprints, drawings and specifications of the spare
parts, if requested.

14.2 Supplier shall carry sufficient inventories to assure ex-stock supply of consumable spares for the Goods, such as gaskets,
plugs, washers, belts etc. Other spare parts and components shall be supplied as promptly as possible but in any case within
six months of placement of order.

15 Warranty

15.1The Supplier warrants that the Goods supplied under this Contract are new, unused, of the most recent or current models and
that they incorporate all recent improvements in design and materials unless provided otherwise in the Contract. The Supplier
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further warrants that all Goods supplied under this Contract shall have no defect arising from design, materials or workmanship
(except when the design and/or material is required by the Purchaser's Specifications) or from any act or omission of the
Supplier, that may develop under normal use of the supplied Goods in the conditions prevailing in the country of final destination.
The warranty should be comprehensive and on site.

15.2This warranty shall remain valid for 12 months from the date of actual and satisfactory installation of the equipment, unless
specified otherwise in the SCC or along with specifications.

15.3The Purchaser shall promptly notify the Supplier in writing of any claims arising under this warranty. Upon receipt of such notice,
the Supplier shall immediately within in 02 days arrange to repair or replace the defective goods or parts thereof free of cost at
the ultimate destination. The Supplier shall take over the replaced parts/goods at the time of their replacement. No claim
whatsoever shall lie on the Purchaser for the replaced parts/goods thereafter. The period for correction of defects in the
warranty period is 02 days. If the supplier having been notified fails to remedy the defects within 02 days, the purchaser may
proceed to take such remedial action as may be necessary, at the supplier’s risk and expenses and without prejudice to any
other rights, which the purchaser may have against the supplier under the contract.

16 Payment

16.1The method and conditions of payment to be made to the Supplier under this Contract shall be as specified in the SCC.

16.2The Supplier's request(s) for payment shall be made to the Purchaser in writing, accompanied by an invoice describing, as
appropriate, the Goods delivered and the Services performed, and by documents, submitted pursuant to GCC Clause 10, and
upon fulfilment of other obligations stipulated in the contract.

16.3Payments shall be made promptly by the Purchaser normally within sixty days after submission of the invoice or claim by the
Supplier.

16.4Payment shall be made in currency as indicated in the order.

17 Prices
17.1Prices charged by the Supplier for Goods delivered and Services performed under the Contract shall not vary from the prices
quoted by the Supplier in its bid.

18 Change Orders
18.1The Purchaser may at any time, by written notice given to the Supplier pursuant to GCC Clause 30, make changes within the
general scope of the Contract in any one or more of the following:
0] Drawings, designs, or specifications, where Goods to be furnished under the Contract are to be specifically manufactured
for the Purchaser;
(i) The method of shipping or packing;
(i) ~ The place of delivery; and/or
(iv)  The Services to be provided by the Supplier.
(v) The delivery schedule.
18.21f any such change causes an increase or decrease in the cost of, or the time required for, the Supplier's performance of any
provisions under the Contract, an equitable adjustment shall be made in the Contract Price or delivery schedule, or both, and
the Contract shall accordingly be amended. Any claims by the Supplier for adjustment under this clause must be asserted
within fifteen (15) days from the date of the Supplier's receipt of the Purchaser's change order.

19 Contract Amendments
19.1Subject to GCC Clause 18, no variation in or modification of the terms of the Contract shall be made except by written
amendment signed by the parties.

20 Assignment
20.1The Supplier shall not assign, in whole or in part, its obligations to perform under the Contract, except with the Purchaser's prior
written consent.

21 Subcontracts

21.1The Supplier shall notify the Purchaser in writing of all subcontracts awarded under this Contract if not already specified in the
bid. Such notification, in his original bid or later, shall not relieve the Supplier from any liability or obligation under the Contract.

21.2 Sub-contract shall be only for bought-out items and sub-assemblies.

22 Delays in the Supplier's Performance

22.1Since time is the essence of the contract, delivery of the Goods and performance of the Services shall be made by the Supplier
in accordance with the time schedule specified by the Purchaser in the Contract.

22.21f at any time during performance of the Contract, the Supplier or its sub-contractor(s) should encounter conditions impeding
timely delivery of the Goods and performance of Services, the Supplier shall promptly notify the Purchaser in writing of the fact
of the delay, its likely duration and its cause(s).

22.3As soon as practicable after receipt of the Supplier’s notice, the Purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may, at its discretion,
extend the Supplier's time for performance with or without penalty, in which case the extension shall be ratified by the parties
by amendment of the Contract.

22.4Except as provided under GCC Clause 25, a delay by the Supplier in the performance of its delivery obligations shall render
the Supplier liable to the imposition of penalty pursuant to GCC Clause 23, unless an extension of time is agreed upon pursuant
to GCC Clause 22.2 without the application of penalty clause.

23 Penalty

of free and open competition;™
24.3In the event the Purchaser terminates the Contract in whole or in part, pursuant to GCC Clause 24.1, the Purchaser may
procure, upon such terms and in such manner, as it deems appropriate, Goods or Services similar to those undelivered, and
the Supplier shall be liable to the Purchaser for any excess costs for such similar Goods or Services. However, the Supplier
shall continue the performance of the Contract to the extent not terminated.

25 Force Majeure

Unless otherwise directed by the Purchaser in writing, the Supplier shall continue to perform its obligations under the
Contract as far as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by
the Force Majeure event.

26 Termination for Insolvency

26.1The Purchaser may at any time terminate the Contract by giving written notice to the Supplier, if the Supplier becomes bankrupt
or otherwise insolvent. In this event, termination will be without compensation to the Supplier, provided that such termination
will not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy, which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the Purchaser.

27 Resolution of Disputes

28 Governing Language
